"I am looking forward to working tirelessly with various stakeholders in creating
and nurturing the right environment for everyone in Westland to feel a sense of
belonging which, studies have suggested, augurs well for our individual and
collective wellbeing", stated Mr. Eze.

As Chief Diversity Officer, Eze will develop and oversee programs, services,
initiatives, trainings and organizational cultural realignment strategies designed
to enhance the workplace culture and the quality of life in the City of Westland.
He will serve as a liaison between City officials and residents to develop
relationships within the community to promote diversity as an essential and
core element of the mission of the City of Westland.
