Due to the forecasted extreme high temperatures, The City of Westland's Cooling
Centers will be operational. When the weather forecast calls for high
temperatures, or a combination of precipitation, humidity and temperatures that
feel like 98 degrees or above our cooling centers will be open. These locations
will also serve as Charging locations for resident's phones or electronic devices.
The hot and humid air could lead to potentially hazardous conditions, particularly
for the elderly and those with pre-existing conditions.

Bottled water will be provided to keep residents cool. Residents are asked to bring
their own reading materials or any personal items they require.
